The Silhouette CURIO2 uses an electrostatic writing panel to fix the media.

If the surface of the electrostatic bed is damaged, the high voltage part will be exposed, which is very dangerous.
In addition, it may cause a decrease in adsorption force.

automatically.

This allows you to predict the occurence of paper jams, based on the geometry of the cutting shapes during

cutting even delicate material.

A paper jam occurs when the tension caused by the blade is not resisted by a sheet of paper during the cutting.
If the material is not fi xed fi rmly, the blade may hook the thin paper and causes a paper jam or the material can

be misaligned by depending on the cutting order.

(1) Regularly wipe the machine and the Electrostatic Bed lightly with a dry soft cloth.
Do not use thinner, benzine, alcohol, etc., as they may damage the surface."

(2) Be careful not to damage the surface of the Electrostatic Bed.

(3) The Electrostatic Bed Protection Sheet is a consumable item. Please replace it regularly.

Please pay attention to the followings for storing when not in use.
1) Remove the tool from the Tool Holder when storing it.

2) To prevent dust, cover the machine with a cloth or cove.

4) When not using the Electrostatic Bed Protection Sheet, store it in the bag it was in when you purchased it.

4.2 Clean the Auto Blade

If paper dust or media chips adhere to the tip of the blade, the rotation of the cutter blade will be slowed down,
resulting in poor cut quality.
Clean the Auto Blade regularly to remove paper dust and media chips.

5.1 Cutting is not performed properly

If media such as paper or film peels off during cutting, or if cutting does not go well, check the following causes
and solutions.

Cutting cannot be made at the correct depth

Is the media thickness detected correctly?

e Depending on the type of media (gold paper and silver paper, etc.), the thickness may not be detected correctly.
In that case, stick the masking tape on a position that does not affect the plotting of the media.
Manually move the Tool Carriage and read the thickness at the masking tape position by using the "Media
Thickness Detection" Button.
